PUBLIC COMMENT

1)  County Clerk/Recorder Julie Bustamante:  Introduces her new Administrative Assistant for Elections Baden Falkowski to the Board.

2)  Resident Laurel Marsters:  States she recently had knee surgery and must drive to Reno for water therapy.  As a supporter of a community swimming pool, she asks if it is time to reactivate the Joint Powers Authority.  CAO Ketelsen reports that the swimming pool project has been submitted for public works economic stimulus programs through CSAC, RCRC and Senator Barbara Boxer’s office.  It is not “shovel ready” but it has been submitted.  Further discussion is held.  Supervisor Chapman reminds everyone that money is still being collected by students for “Pennies for the Pool”.  

3)  Tim Holabird:  Distributes his business card and states he is the new local representative for Congressman Tom McClintock and will be representing Modoc, Lassen, Plumas and Sierra Counties.  They intend to open a permanent office in Lassen County, hopefully in either County or City facilities.  Has requested that CAO Ketelsen provide him with a quarterly list of Congressional needs for the County, either legislative or financial.   Will also be representing all of the Tahoe Forest and will be working closely with the Quincy Library Group.  Further discussion is held.    

4)  Poet Laureate Violet Stout:  Reads her “No New Year Poem” for the Board and a poem for Emma Freeman in memory of her sister Carmie Farrace.  The Board presents Violet with a card for her birthday on Friday.

UNAGENDIZED BOARD REPORTS:

Supervisor Hanson:  1) Attended a Transportation Commission meeting January 12; discussed Riverside Drive traffic safety issues for pedestrians.  2)  Attended LAFCO meeting January 12; notable item was the annexation of the Belfast Area into the Standish Litchfield Fire Protection District.  One of the recommended conditions by staff was to require the district to have a funding mechanism in place for providing fire protection prior to the annexation.  The District and those involved in the annexation still have an opportunity to set up a mechanism to provide additional funding to the District. 

Supervisor Chapman:  1) States he designated $1,000 from his discretionary funds to the Lassen County Arts Council at the November 18, 2008 meeting, but he will be returning that check to the Auditor and requests the donation not be made at this time.  2)  Designates the following from his discretionary funds: $1,000 to the Uptown Magical Country Christmas to help offset costs of the fireworks and the event.  3)  Received call from Lee Anne Schramel Taylor of the Plumas National Forest (PNF) inquiring of the Board’s status relating to the PNF road access issues.  States the Butte County Supervisors took action to request an extension of the comment period and that is on their agenda for action today.  Notes Supervisor Keefer’s concern regarding consistency of rules and guidelines between forests.   Requests that a letter to the Plumas National Forest requesting an extension of the comment period be put on the next Board agenda.

Supervisor Keefer:  1) Reports the Johnstonville School Lighting Project (from Safe Route to Schools grant) will be completed this week after about 8 years of work.  Compliments staff for their follow through on this project.  There will be a public “photo op” January 16 at 1:00 p.m.  2)  Announces the Fair Advisory Board meeting tonight.  Supervisor Dahle will attend.  3)  Comments on Supervisor Hanson’s LAFCO report.  Had some concerns with the way the resolution was written.  Feels it is a policy issue, if LAFCO is going to be consistent, policy should apply to everyone, including the city, for any annexation.  Further discussion is held.

INFORMATION FOR THE BOARD
CAO Ketelsen:  Presents State budget update information.  For the remainder of the year 11 to 12 billion dollars needs to be made up; that would be about 41.6 billion dollars over the next 18 months.  Proposals on the table include elimination of the Williamson Act, elimination of all Rural Sheriffs grant funding.  Reintroduction of the emergency response initiative that would fund enhancement to the States emergency response capabilities through a 2.8% surcharge on all property insurance policies has resurfaced.  Proposals that keep coming up:  Use of 50% of local First Five Commission revenue to backfill State level social service programs for children; use of Mental Health Services Act funds to backfill State General Fund contribution to County administered MediCal Mental Health Managed Care.  Significant changes to the funding mechanism of Citizens Options for Public Safety and Juvenile Justice Crime Prevention (COPS and JJ Program). Good news:  there is no proposed suspension of 1A or 42 yet; also 700 million dollars in Prop 1B fund would still be made available, which includes $450 million to the Counties.  Nothing is certain.  Further discussion is held.

PUBLIC HEARING - EAGLE LAKE ESTATES
Supervisor Pyle states he received a campaign contribution from Mr. Pearson in the last 12 months and has been advised by County Counsel to excuse himself from this item.  Supervisor Pyle sits in the audience.

Chairman Keefer opens the public hearing at 10:15 a.m.  (Supervisor Chapman is absent 10:15 a.m. – 10:16 a.m.)  Chief Planner Maurice Anderson presents staff report.   The application is for a Proposed Specific Plan, Tentative Subdivision Map and Negative Declaration #2007-035.  The applicant is Eagle Lake Estates, specifically B.J. Pearson.  It is proposed to subdivide a 635 acre 

parcel into 24 parcels averaging 26.5 acres in size.  The project site is located north of Eagle Lake approximately 1.5 miles northwest of Bucks Bay and approximately 1 mile northwest of the intersection of Eagle Lake Estates Drive and Eagle Lake Road, A-1 (Co. Road 201).  A great deal of information has been provided in the agenda packets.  
Chief Planner Anderson presents slides with maps and information regarding this item.  
Background:  The project (1978) considered 540 parcels but was reduced to 158 parcels by April 14, 1980 and then reduced to 35 parcels on November 10, 1980.  At the time the EIR for the original project was prepared, an additional access from Champs Flat Road was proposed on the western end of the proposed subdivision.  The Tentative Map for 35 parcels was approved on September 22, 1981.  The conditions for eleven of the 35 parcels were satisfied with the eleven parcels were created through recordation of a Final Map.  The Tentative Map approved on September 22, 1981 expired before the remaining parcels were created.  The applicant wants to have a new tentative map approved for the 24 parcels.  On June 12, 2008 the Environmental Review Officer made a preliminary determination that an environmental impact report (EIR) is required and on July 2, 2008 the Planning Commission held a public hearing and determined that a Negative Declaration is the appropriate document.
Comments received during circulation of the proposed Negative Declaration and Initial Study:  

1)  Department of Fish and Game (DFG):  Letter of September 25, 2008 asserts that a Biological and Wetland Survey is needed and that the initial study should be re-circulated.  DFG recommends an EIR depending on results of the above surveys.  

2)  County Fire Warden/CalFire:  States that a westerly access is required to satisfy the requirements of the Fire Safe Ordinance No. 502.

3)  Susanville Indian Rancheria:  Letter of June 30, 2008 recommends an EIR, a cultural resource survey, field tour of proposed site and that a Native American Monitor be present during construction.

4)  Lahontan Regional Water Quality control Board:  Letter of September 15, 2008 notes that authority for onsite sewage disposal has been delegated to The Lassen County Environmental Health Department and that construction activities may require a National Discharge Pollutant Discharge Elimination System (NPDES) permit.  

Multiple Access:  The proposed emergency road does not meet the requirements for multiple access required by Lassen County Code Section 9.16.102(1) and the Lassen County Fire Safe Ordinance.  TAC and the Lassen County Fire Warden’s Office have determined that the proposed emergency road is inadequate.
Chief Planner Anderson: States the proposed emergency access and primary access are both located on the east end of the proposed subdivision.  The subdivision extends more than a mile to the west of the proposed primary and emergency access with no additional emergency access proposed by the applicant.  Entrance onto Eagle Lake Road is separated by only 4,800 feet.  At their nearest point the proposed primary and secondary access are only 2,250 feet apart.  Eagle Lake Ranger District Ranger Terri Frolli and Calfire Captain and County Fire Warden representative for TAC Nikole Melo are in the audience and can answer any questions.  States the Acting Director initiated a meeting with the Forest Service (FS) and met with them and the applicant to discuss the possibility of obtaining access through FS lands.  
CAO Ketelsen:  Corrects statement made by Mr. Anderson.  States that at the TAC meeting it was mentioned the secondary access going to the west may not be entertained by the FS because they would require the County to maintain it.  He thought a homeowners association might be acceptable to the FS.  States he did meet with the FS to discuss the possibility of a homeowners association but the applicant was not at that meeting.  CAO Ketelsen was assured that if a homeowners association was in place, the FS saw no reason they could not entertain an application from the applicant.  Mr. Ketelsen phoned the applicant’s offices and indicated there would be no need for him or staff to meet with the FS and the applicant.  Further discussion is held.  
Applicant  B. J. Pearson :  States that some of the maps staff showed were incorrect.  Presents additional history of the project.  Feels it is important for the Board when they are talking about emergency access to consider the recent sewer system project at Spalding which was growth inducing and would add additional homes.  States there was no secondary access and the potential for growth would be about ten times what his project is asking to do.  States he is willing to comply with reasonable requirements but feels the requirement being made now is obviously not out of concern for the public but to merely to stop his project.  Does not mind submitting application to the FS but there are other requirements on the map that he cannot accept.  There is a staff recommendation to put in a water system with a minimum of six inch water mains and fire hydrants every 800’; he does not feel this has ever been required of this type of subdivision in Lassen County’s history.  A turning lane is also being requested on the emergency access road.  Feels the requests are designed not to enhance the project but to destroy the property rights.  Mr. Pearson also reports that his application was filed beginning almost five years ago but was rejected twice and finally accepted.  The application sat on somebody’s desk for over a year and he believes it should have been processed in a timely fashion.  He has spoken with the local Fire Chief and is willing to make a very sizable investment in the fire department in order to bring the property up to a reasonable standard for fire protection.  He also would require each parcel have on the deed and in the Covenants, Conditions and Restrictions (CC&Rs) that they will pay a certain amount of money each year to the fire department for additional protection and it would automatically increase with the rate of inflation.
Resident Richard Parker:  States Mr. Pearson has tried very hard for 30 years to get the project up and going.  Thinks the County economically needs the growth and that it could be a quality project.  Speaks about the water table in and around the Eagle Lake area; feels such a large septic system would be over exuberant on a 20 acre parcel.
The public hearing is closed at 10:52 a.m.

County Counsel Settlemire:  Questions staff if Lassen County was the lead agency for the sewer system expansion and Mr. Anderson replies that the Spalding CSD was the lead agency, not Lassen County.  County Counsel does not think there would be an equal protection issue with regard to that project.  States even though there is a permit streamlining act that sets certain time periods for approving certain types of projects, the environmental review must be accomplished first.  In this case there was a previous ER done in the late 1970s but it was necessary to review whether or not there has been anything that has occurred since that time.  The initial study was done and the Planning Commission decided a negative declaration should be done rather than an EIR and that time frame would be 180 days.  If the agency exceeds 180 days, the remedy is not an automatic approval of a proposal but would give the applicant the right to bring an action to compel consideration of the environmental aspects.  County Counsel responds to questions regarding the FS access.  States if westerly access were made a condition of the project and Mr. Pearson should not be successful in obtaining the access from the FS, then the County would either have a responsibility to go forward and obtain that from the FS, or that would act as a waiver and the County would be left with whatever access is there.  
Further discussion is held.
Supervisor Chapman asks about this sitting on someone’s desk.  Mr. Anderson responds that there was a shortage of County staff and the Consultant, PMC, was hired to work on the project.   There were several “time outs” when PMC was working with the applicant on the project.  Mr. Pearson states that he could not get anyone from PMC to respond to his calls for several months.   Further discussion was held.  Supervisor Chapman states that he would like additional time to review the large amount of information distributed.  County Counsel asks Mr. Pearson if he has any objection to continuing the meeting.  Mr. Pearson responds that he would like anything that will bring the matter to some kind of conclusion one way or the other; he is happy to grant the extension.  Chairman Keefer reopens the public hearing and continues the meeting until January 20, 2009.

PROBATION DEPARTMENT - AGREEMENT

Chief Probation Officer Letha Martin:  Presents information on request to approve group home agreement and lease agreement with Environmental Alternatives.  States the agreement was been renegotiated and Probation will now purchase three guaranteed beds in the group home instead of five.  Rent paid by EA will go from $200 per month to $1,000 per month.   If Probation drops below three minimum beds, they would have to purchase that bed for $4,500 per month.   Reports the Group Home has been full since it was opened and it is doing very well.  Discussion is held.  (Supervisor Chapman departs at 11:42 a.m. to check on Poet Laureate Stout who had fallen and injured herself during the recess.)
