UNAGENDIZED BOARD REPORTS:  
Supervisor Hanson:  1) Attended Air Board meeting May 12; discussed continuing remodeling of the Air Board.  Received good input from Alan Abbs.  There are some huge budgetary issues; looks forward to Supervisor Pyle’s input.  2)  Attended Citizens Advisory Committee with Supervisor Keefer with State and Federal institutions.  The Pups on Parole Program is going well; about 75 dogs have been adopted through the program.  Discussion on budget issues; 85 layoff notices were sent out at CCC; looking at 3600 layoffs throughout the Department of Corrections.  Notes the institutions do a lot for the community for financial donations to community efforts and fundraisers.  

Representatives of the 4H Focus Group will contact FCI Herlong to help work on the County display at the State Capital.  Dan Douglas will also work with them.  Supervisor Keefer states a formal request by the Board will be needed at some point.   
Supervisor Pyle:  1) Also attended Air Board meeting; Tehama County is helping us move ahead to be in compliance.  Questions why Lassen County would need what L.A. or Marin Counties need.  They are looking at $50,000 for start up fees; thinks the City should pay half.  He will be voting against it.  Notes this will add $4 to Department of Motor Vehicle fees and the State has already added a fee to that. Will not support it, if the Governor wants it, send him the bills.  Further discussion is held.  Supervisor Keefer:  Wants to meet the minimum air quality requirements to keep control with Lassen County, not with another County or the State, and without an increase.  The fees have not been increased since 1985 and Lassen County is charging about half of what Modoc charges.  Feels the facilities that the County is required by law to regulate should pay for this, not the general taxpayers.  Supervisor Pyle:  Would like to get rid of AB 32; go to the legislators on this as it does not fit Lassen County.  Supervisor Chapman: Provides comparisons to Solid Waste Board and potential problems with a program like that for the Air Board.
PUBLIC WORKS DEPARTMENT - BUILDINGS AND GROUNDS

Deputy Public Works Director for Facilities Pete Heimbigner:   Presents staff report on request to renew lease with Bureau of Land Management (BLM) Eagle Lake Field Office for a recreational site at the top of Rice Canyon utilized in the operation of radio controlled airplanes.   There is a sublease between the County and the radio control club that operates the site.  Lassen County Radio Control Spokesperson Bill Neely reports the club has been operating for the last 20 years on the site without liability claims or injuries and requests Lassen County renew the lease with BLM. 
ACTION:  Authorize staff to submit to BLM Eagle Lake Field Office a letter of intent requesting renewal of lease.

HEALTH AND SOCIAL SERVICES
Deputy CAO for HSS Kevin Mannel: Presents information on request for IT Switch Upgrade Project which impacts various public buildings and departments.  Melody Brawley, Julie Morgan and Department Heads Larry Millar and Beth Hyde met to address the issues.  When a switch fails, if there is not another onsite switch that can address the issues, the systems are down; downtime is quite costly and it can affect client services.  HSS IT Technician Eric Nielsen for Merit System gives an effective visual presentation on how the switches work and how the interconnection with fiberoptics work together.   Supervisor Chapman cites the problem with telephone office several months ago that affected several systems and suggests that it would be helpful during budget talks to have IT Administrator Richard Hunrath work with different committees and present information and discuss what the contingency plan would be when something fails.
ACTION:  Approve the purchase of equipment necessary to complete the IT Switch Upgrade Project as outlined for an amount not to exceed $84,071.05 (actual quotes equal $83,746.31).

INFORMATION FOR THE BOARD

CAO Ketelsen:  States that if the propositions on today’s Special Election do pass, there would be a 15 billion dollar shortfall in the State budget and if the measures fail there is a 21.3 billion dollar shortfall.  That has prompted two May revised budgets to be promulgated.  Under the most dramatic of the two, there would be a proposal to invade Proposition 1A which would result in borrowing 2 billion dollars from local jurisdictions (about $600,000 loss for Lassen County).  Also the suspension of Willilamson Act Contracts total subvention is proposed for about $430,000 for Lassen County.  Shortfalls in Lassen County revenues would be about 1/2 million dollars in addition to the Health and Social Service cuts that would result in a drastic change in our budget.  Treasurer/ Tax Collector Richard Egan volunteered to attend CSAC on behalf of staff next week.   There is discussion on releasing 19,000 undocumented immigrants and changing the definition of many of crimes making them misdemeanors, impacting on local jurisdictions for law enforcement.  Discussion is also on insurance surcharge and eliminating Proposition 36 among other H&SS changes.

LASSEN COUNTY FAIR BOARD - STIMULUS FUNDING 

Fair Manager Jim Wolcott:  Presents information on the concept of a proposed 50,000 square foot community center at the fairgrounds.  The CA Division of Fairs and Expositions requested each fair list their top priority capital infrastructure projects if they received a million dollars from the economic stimulus package.  Lassen County submitted information and the proposal is now on a list with 7 other counties for 2009 top priority statewide fair infrastructure projects.  The fair’s long range planning committee has spoken of three major projects:  message sign, recreational vehicle park and multi purpose community building.  This community has shown a great deal of interest in performing arts.  Letters of support from the County of Education, the Symphony and others in the community have been received.  Staff is asked to get this information out to our legislators for their support.   Discussion is held.
ACTION: Approve the concept of a 50,000 square foot Community Center.
