Director of Community Social Services and Lassen WORKS Melody Brawley:  Reports on Section 8 Housing proposed changes; consistent with what has been done in the past.  States Section 8 is not a program that responds well to emergency needs; now provides long term stable housing.

Supervisor Pyle:  Distributes a handout on Williamson Act contracts and what Siskiyou County is doing.  Suggests conducting a workshop with contract holders.  Supervisor Dahle:  Notes there is a form in the “Barbed Wire” that should be submitted.  CAO Ketelsen:  States he is planning to have a workshop in September on this matter.  
Supervisor Dahle:  1) Wants everyone with a Williamson Act contract with Lassen County to have a letter sent to them with information on the study session; they want to know where the Board is headed.  2)  Attended Regional Council of Rural Counties (RCRC) last week;  Jason Dickerson of  Legislative Analyst Office (LAO) stated the budget is temporary in nature; the State did not seem to be as worried about cash flow issues as the counties are; should pay back IOUs in May.  Counties rural-wide are talking about layoffs and major budget problems.  Indications show budgeting cycles will be tough for two to three years.  3)  Williamson Act:  reports on a subcommittee meeting with forest counties and communities coalition;  looked at putting a coalition together and working with some environmental groups that are opposing most of the sales.  4)  Attended a 50+ Club luncheon with seniors in Big Valley; will meet with Dan Douglas and talk about the van service. 

Supervisor Hanson:  1)  Notes some people in outlying areas could begin to feel disenfranchised if services are moved back to the center of the County.  2)  Will continue to work with Supervisor Pyle and Northeastern Rural Health Clinics; nothing new to report.

Supervisor Chapman:  Attended Alcohol and Drug Advisory Board meeting August 24.  The next meeting is September 28 at 5:30 p.m.

LASSEN COUNTY FAIR - 2009 FAIR REPORT
Fair Manager Jim Wolcott presents information on the 2009 Fair.  Thanks the Board and the Fair Advisory Board for all their work.  The number of exhibits in 2009 increased to 2,915, including 265 entries for the horse show that was brought back this year.  The floriculture section entries increased to 325.  There was a 16% decrease in Market Animals this year.  Gate attendance was down slightly from last year except for Thursday which showed a 14% increase.  Wednesday and Sunday were very hot.  There was a new $2/day promotion for adults on Thursday which was successful; concessions were good.  Revenue was down by 10.6% which included discounted admissions.  Grandstand shows increased for the Showdown (1%), the Friday night headliner show “Lady Antebellum” (2.4%), the Derby (20%) and a slight increase for the auto racing (.5%).  The economy affected some concessions; the carnival did very well.

INFORMATION FOR THE BOARD 
CAO Ketelsen:   1) Refers to information in the Passaround file.  Notes Lassen County has about $800,000 in State IOUs; has heard there will not be any additional issued as of September 4 and there is a strong indication the State will try now to pay them off.  2)  Mandates:  There is list that were suspended.  3)  There is information showing where Lassen County is on stimulus funding.   4)  Highway Users Tax Account (HUTA) funds: states deferral was made by State during July and August will be paid back in September then they will suspend again November through March; anticipate paying that off in April.  Legislation has allowed counties to use Proposition 1B funds to backfill HUTA.   Public Works Director Millar has postponed some of the County’s projects.  5)  Williamson Act:  there is a lot of communication.  States counties that depend heavily on agriculture hold the position that under no circumstances should a message be sent to State that they can do without the program; other counties with not so much dependence upon Williamson Act do not want to let the State know they can do without the money.  
PUBLIC HEARING- PLANNING DEPARTMENT - STANDIFORD
SUBJECT: Use Permit #2009-053, Larry and Reta Standiford.  
Appeal of the Director of the Department of Community Development's determination that a digital display, proposed to be placed on an existing appurtenant sign, is not allowed pursuant to Lassen County Code:  Section 18.106.040(5), which states "Signs shall be unlighted or softly lighted and shall not blink, oscillate, rotate, pulse or be otherwise animated;" and Section 18.106.040(7,b), "Will not have flashing or moving lights."  The applicant proposed additions to an existing permitted sign approved by Certificate of Conditional Use #2005-030, which currently advertises the business identified as "Skyline Self Storage."  Specifically, the proposed changes to the sign include two digital displays of 34 square feet and 14 square feet each, that would display time and temperature in addition to other advertising which could change daily.  (Four additional signs, 50 square feet each, were also included in the application [they would advertise appurtenant businesses only] and would be allowed upon approval of said Use Permit application).  The project site is located at 702-910 Johnstonville Road, Susanville, on the southeast side of the intersection of Big Sky Boulevard and Johnstonville Road.  APN: 116-070-63.  The appeal was filed by Everd McCain on behalf of Larry and Reta Standiford. 

ACTION REQUESTED: Conduct a public hearing to consider the appeal; and approve or deny the appeal within 60 days of the filing of the appeal.

The public hearing is opened at 10:17 a.m.  Chief Planner Maurice Anderson presents staff report on Use Permit #2009-053, Larry and Reta Standiford.  Appeal of the Director of the Department of Community Development's determination that a digital display, proposed to be placed on an existing appurtenant sign, is not allowed pursuant to Lassen County Code.  The proposal is to expand existing sign, part of which would show time and temperature.  Lassen County Code 

Section 18.106.040(5), states "Signs shall be unlighted or softly lighted and shall not blink, oscillate, rotate, pulse or be otherwise animated;" and Section 18.106.040(7,b), "Will not have flashing or moving lights."  The Acting Director made a determination that this portion of expansion is not consistent with the guidelines and notice was given to the applicant.  States a letter from neighbor Michelle LaPrise in opposition to the sign that was received after the agenda was distributed and has been presented to the Board.  This request is to get direction from the Board on the determination, this request is not for approval or disapproval of the sign; at some point the user permit for expansion of the sign will be back in front of the Planning Commission.    
No one in the audience speaks against the appeal.  

Speaking in favor:   

Applicant Larry Standiford:  States he thought he was trying to follow directives from staff, the Planning Commission and the Board that they do not want a lot of signs; notes he has 26 acres of property and hoped to be able to promote other businesses and thought it would help direct people to his business on one sign.  Agrees there should not be a lot of signs but does have to do advertising; thought this type of sign was a way of following directive.
Skyline Storage Manager Ashley Standiford (Manager, Skyline Self Storage):   Feels this type of sign has many different variables noting the public service aspect of the sign.  States the digital changing sign on 702-900 Johnstonville location would be able to advertise specials, as well as public service, charity events, and Amber Alerts, or national Homeland Security warnings.  
Resident Richard Parker:  Seems common sense should prevail on this thing and you should be able to put a sign up on industrial property which would be similar to the Lassen County Fair sign.  It is interesting that staff takes a position against it; he looks to the Board to take a position for it.  Feels Mr. Standiford is stimulating the economy with new business and new jobs.  
Everd McCain (representing Larry and Reta Standiford):  Think it is a matter of balance.  Staff states digital signs using lights are not allowed any where in the County; feels that is extreme and probably not the original intent.  Notes the ordinance says a sign shall not blink, oscillate, rotate, pulse or be otherwise animated and the proposed sign will not do that.  Mr. Standiford wants to improve the sign so it will accomplish the purpose of identifying businesses without damaging traffic safety.  Suggests having the use permit include a condition that the sign shall not “blink, oscillate, rotate pulse or be otherwise animated”.   The applicant is trying to meet the direction of the Board and also conform to the ordinance; thinks it is within the Board’s power to give clear direction to staff that electronic signs are not blanket-ly prohibited, but they shall not “blink, oscillate, etc.”
The public hearing is closed at 10:34 a.m.

Supervisor Dahle:  Thinks Mr. Standiford has done a good job getting to where the County wants him to be; thinks there is a gray area that needs to be defined and that would allow him to put up a sign that will work for his business.    

Supervisor Pyle:  States that Mr. Standiford has been working with the County and thinks the County needs to work with him.  Feels this is a property rights issue and he will be supporting Mr. Standiford.  

Supervisor Chapman:  Feels the Board should look at amending what the ordinance states to embrace the ability to use different types of signs and change it; need to be careful.  
Supervisor Hanson:  Feels the focus should be on the ordinance and the interpretation of that; does not have an objection to this type of sign in that area.
County Counsel Settlemire:  Conditions could state that the sign is not to do any of the non-permitted things it is capable of to meet requirements.
Further discussion held on the ordinance.
ACTION:   Support the appeal with no flash strobe.

Supervisor Chapman:  Would like to allow these kinds of signs in a limited fashion and in certain areas; requests Staff and County Counsel bring back language to amend or update the sign ordinance. 

Supervisor Pyle:  Withdraws his motion.

ACTION:  Approve the appeal and specify the sign will be softly lit and will not blink, oscillate, rotate, pulse or be otherwise animated.  Direct Staff to bring back language to amend or update the sign ordinance.

PUBLIC HEARING - BUDGET, CONTINUED FROM AUGUST 18, 2009 MEETING

SUBJECT: Fiscal Year 2009- 2010 Lassen County Budget Hearing and Budget Adoption. 

ACTION REQUESTED: Open Public Hearing on the 2009- 2010 Lassen County Budget and either continue the public hearing or take action as follows:

a)  Adopt resolution Establishing, Appropriations Limit in the amount of $27,267,375, for Fiscal Year 2009- 2010 Pursuant to California Constitution Article XIII-B and Government Code Sec. 7910;  Approving the 2009- 2010 Lassen County Budget and Setting the 2009- 2010 Tax Rate.

b)  Authorize the CAO and Auditor to make appropriate changes prior to publication.
CAO Ketelsen:  Notes that Staff is suffering from combat fatigue because of this budget.   Distributes additional information to the Board.  Reports on additional district budgets; states the Board needs to convene as that other agency or district.  Modoc Flood Board members may want to attend a meeting; suggests sending notice to them.     
Assistant to the CAO Julie Morgan:  Distributes additional and revised information to the Board.   
Recess 11:00 a.m. – 11:10 a.m.

Deputy CAO for Health and Social Services Kevin Mannel:  Presents information on adjustments; thanks Julie Morgan and Yvonne Smith for work on budget.  Notes that Vehicle License Fees are down 27%; sales taxes are down 17%.  Family Resource Centers:  reduced requests from $35,000 per site to $20,000.  

REQUESTS WITHOUT RECOMMENDATION OF THE BUDGET COMMITTEE:

FAMILY RESOURCE CENTERS:
Supervisor Dahle:  After last discussion does not have a problem leaving the budget request in.
Supervisor Keefer:  Also felt the FRC should be able to carry on; after reading letters and noting the value centers bring to local communities he would be willing to continue for one more year.  They need to continue to work for future revenues.

Supervisor Chapman:  Agrees with that approach, plan was set for three years and were looking at FRC to cultivate the private sector and others; the present economy makes that challenging.  This would be a year to year commitment and $20,000 for each site would be appropriate.  

Supervisor Pyle:  Would strongly support putting $60,000 of tobacco settlement money into the budget.

Supervisor Hanson:  Also fully supports FRC.
Lillian Arnold (Big Valley Community Alliance - BVCA):  Distributes BVCA report for August and Big Valley One Stop Center pamphlet.  Thanks the Board for continued funding since 2003; presents funding history.  Notes that if there is a County staff furlough, BVCA would also do that.  Lassen County staff comes to Big Valley weekly or monthly working with clients.  Have been looking for funding from other sources; recently lost $43,000 from programs cut by State budget.  BVCA does an average of 672 services/month to residents.  Suggests having building insurance under the County; could produce savings.  Also suggests to Public Works staff in Big Valley area request Burlington Northern - Santa Fe Railroad make a deal to transport students or shoppers between Little Valley and Nubieber.  Chairman Keefer asks Staff to look into the insurance issue.

Audience members thank the Board for their support of Family Resource Centers.
ACTION:  Approve appropriation of funds Tobacco Settlement Fund $60,000 to Family Resource Centers.

FIRENET LASSEN (FNL)
Chairman Keefer:  Comments that during the budget process it was reported to the Budget
Committee that FNL had a trust account with about $134,000; the question came up why should the County budget for the dispatch services if they have that money.  Since then, and based on discussion from the last meeting, Board members received further information from FNL that the $134,00 in the trust account was to upgrade the communication system, repeaters, etc.
CAO Ketelsen:  Presents history:  For a few years the Board helped each of the fire districts who were having budgetary problems by funding the money for the FNL costs for dispatch service.  He is now hearing discussion of the “County’s obligation to fund FNL” and is concerned it is a different level of obligation.  Notes that much of the funding comes from CALFIRE and they also contribute. The billing that goes to the fire district has to do with the dispatch services that they are contracting with FNL to defer and they are contributions from other agencies and he is concerned about a shift of the burden of those other agencies to the County.  There is a danger when there is talk about FNL’s need as opposed to the district needs.  
Further discussion is held.

Forrest Duerksen (Vice Chairman of FNL):  Thanks the Board for looking at this and taking it into consideration.  They understand  it is not owed to them every year, and that times are getting hard. 
Notes that billing is done by call volume.  

Ted Friedline (Susanville Fire Department):   Thinks that everyone in FNL at this time is current on payment; bills go out in March.  The usual bill has been $38,000. 
Supervisor Chapman:  The County needs to look at the bills and if billing is less than the usual $38,000, then that is what the County will give them.  States that the money accumulated is capital improvement dollars and separate from operating.  
Auditor Karen Fouch:  Notes that FNL has a trust account with the County that they draw from.  The County would transfer the $38,000 per district; believes the Treasurer of FNL would prepare a claim to CALFIRE for the charges of that period.    
Supervisor Dahle:  Notes he is uncomfortable; the districts are obligated to pay it on their own and  there was a time some districts could not pay their fees to FNL.  Suggests not funding until the Board hears from the districts.

Chairman Keefer:  States he hears from them all the time and he does not feel their situation has changed for the better from the last two years. 

Supervisor Pyle:  After workshop when fire districts were in trouble, the Board asked how they could help and this was the solution.  He still supports it.

(Supervisor Hanson is absent briefly at 11:53 a.m.)

ACTION:  Fund the Special Fire Districts in the same amount as in the budget as a place holder for Firenet Lassen fees for special district dispatching operation.

CHIEF PROBATION OFFICER

SUBJECT:  Should the County budget an increase in pay range for the Chief Probation Officer from Range 30 to Range 33.  
Supervisor Chapman: Was glad to see this on the list.  Feels the department head was incorrectly placed in the level they are at; need to look at the level of responsibilities and danger, by way of liability; feels this was incorrectly placed at Range 30.  

Personnel Director Vossler:  This was brought before the Board twice already, and subsequently Supervisor Chapman voted no on this. 
Supervisor Chapman:  Would like the record to note his no vote was on a different employee and a previous setting; the two do not equate.  This position supervises more than 30 with a budget of more than $1 million.  When it was discussed before, it was stated it should be brought back during the budget.
Further discussion is held.

Supervisor Hanson:  Appreciates this was brought to the Board before; does not think personnel issues should be taken at budget.

Chairman Keefer:     Is looking at other department heads, the amount of supervision and responsibility, knows there are others that are also a Range 30.  Suggests bringing back a look at all department heads at the same time. 

Personnel Director Vossler:  States he cannot do that.

CAO Ketelsen:  States a report can be done; does not have a problem looking at Range 33 but needs to review others.  Questions whether this is the appropriate venue.

Chief Probation Officer Letha Martin:  States she has gone through those channels numerous times. I did attempt to do it the other way and was advised it was not in the budget and to wait for the budget.
