PUBLIC COMMENT:

Emergency Services Chief “Chip” Jackson:  Presents update on drought status to the Board; has been working with the Sacramento office of Emergency Services and the Lassen County Agriculture Commissioner.  Lassen County is currently under contiguous drought declaration.  Yearly totals on crops are starting to come in; those will be processed and sent to the United States Department of Agriculture (USDA) to get a primary declaration for Lassen County.  There is no legislation on the President’s desk but Lassen County will be ready in case something becomes available.  Supervisor Dahle:  Thanks Chip for the excellent job done at Big Valley Mountain during their fire.   CAO Ketelsen:  Supervisor Keefer feels dairy men in the valley are not able to get specific types of loans on the rationale we have not properly declared a drought; Chip is working on that.    
UNAGENDIZED BOARD REPORTS:

Supervisor Chapman:  Reports he attended a meeting at the Veterans Hall and is pleased with the work Deputy Public Works Director for Facilities Peter Heimbigner has done.  An issue was brought up regarding property used in the Veterans Hall that is owned by various groups that use the hall.  Feels assets should be tracked.   


Presents history on how the County has maintained inventory records on County owned property such as fixed assets, furniture, etc.; explains the program was set up with 2004 resolution with everything recorded and the expectation it be maintained and updated with new purchases and surplussed items.  Assistant to the CAO Julie Morgan has a good program in place for implementing that resolution.  Requests CAO Ketelsen bring back information to the Board on how the 2004 policy has functioned in the last five years and how the program is being implemented for the Board to review and modify if needed.  Suggests community buildings, such as the Veterans Hall, may want to expand on the County policy to better track separate assets. 
BUDGET FOR LASSEN / MODOC FLOOD CONTROL DISTRICT
The Board of Supervisors adjourns and convenes as the Lassen/ Modoc Flood Control District.

SUBJECT: Resolution approving the 2009-2010 Lassen/ Modoc Flood Control Budget in the amount of $45,250. 

ACTION REQUESTED: Adopt resolution or give direction to staff.

County Counsel Settlemire:  States that it needs to be determined if a quorum is present.  The board consists of nine members, all five Lassen County Supervisors plus the four Modoc Supervisors who have areas of the flood control district within their supervisorial district.  It was expected that one person from Modoc might attend today’s meeting but no one is present at this time.  There is not a quorum at this time.   Vice-Chairman Pyle:  States the item will be delayed until later in the meeting and if there is still not a quorum, then the item will be continued to the next meeting on September 15, 2009.  CAO Ketelsen:  Notes that the Clerk’s office has notified the Modoc board members of this agenda item.

The Lassen/ Modoc Flood Control District adjourns and re-convenes as the Board of Supervisors.

PUBLIC WORKS DEPARTMENT - REPORT

SUBJECT: Status Report on State's Per Capita Grant Program (Proposition 40-2002 Resources Bond Act) Funding Availability for County Park Facility Enhancement Projects. 

Deputy Public Works Director for Facilities Peter Heimbigner presents a status report on Prop 40 Per Capita grant program; different park projects in the county.  Have some positive information today.  Last update was in late June when the State said bonds were unfrozen and we could continue projects but could not guarantee when counties would get reimbursement.  Board decided to wait on projects.  Have received over $130,000 reimbursements back from State; making headway.  Meet with CAO Ketelsen and Assistant to CAO Julie Morgan for conference call with State Parks people; they assured us it was business as normal.  In addition, there is $80,000 for capital projects that Mr. Millar is working on; have positive cash flow at this time.  Public Works would like to resume projects with current time frames and look to the Supervisors for direction.  They will be hiring two temporary employees to help with the projects.  Discussion is held.  Supervisors agree Public Works should proceed with the projects as long they have the funding.  
COUNTY ADMINISTRATIVE OFFICE - LETTER
SUBJECT: Letter to Governor Schwarzenegger requesting that Open Space Subvention Funding (Williamson Act) be restored in the 2010-2011 State Budget.   CAO Ketelsen will bring the Williamson Act back to the Board for general discussion on September 15.
Supervisor Hanson:  Suggests changes to the letter:  1) paragraph one, second sentence - use “encourage” instead of “allow”; 2) paragraph two - consider deleting “for cities and counties”; 3) paragraph two, first sentence: change “initiate more contracts” to “initiate new contracts” and 4) requests that copy of the letter be sent to Assemblyman Dan Logue instead of Congressman McClintock.   
County Counsel Settlemire:  Presents information on impacts of non-renewal of Williamson Act contracts; further information will be presented September 15.   
Supervisor Dahle:  States people that hold contracts would like to know what the new assessment would be.  

CAO Ketelsen:  Reports it was impossible to notify people individually in time to get on the September 15 agenda; did issue a press release and put an ad in the newspaper.
